It was expanded nationwide under the

third phase beginning Sept 19,
“Starting Feb 26 (this year), the
scheme has concentrated its opera-
tions at these 10 districts to strengthen
and improve operations to reduce pa-
tient congestion at the ministry’s
health facilities, given that congestion
at other district facilities has de-
creased,” he said in reply to a question

| from Datuk Dr Alias Razak (Perikatan

Nasional-Kuala Nerus).
Alias had asked the government's jus-

| tification for abolishing the scheme at

private clinics and only offering the ser-
vice in 10 designated districts when the

| ministry had received an allocation of

RM100 million in the 2024 Budget.

Dr Dzulkefly said out of that allocation,
RM78.73 million had already been spent,
leaving a balance of RMi16.2 million
which was expected to be exhausted by
April. 3 ;

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Twelve food premises ordered to close

KOTA BHARU: The Integrated Clean Premises
Operation conducted by the Kelantan State Health
Department on Wednesday resulted in the closure
aof 12 food premises for 14 days under Section 11 of
the Food Act 1983, due to failure to meet
cleanliness standards.

Department director Dr Zaini Hussin said the
operation targeted food premises in areas around
Bandar Pasir Puteh, the Pasir Puteh-Terengganu
border and main roads up to the Pasir Puteh-Kota

Bharu border, which are heavily frequented by the
public.

He said the operation resulted in the issuance
of 89 Section 32B natices by the department to
premises owners and food handlers for various
violations related to the Food Hygiene Regulations
2009, which necessitate court attendance.

“The offences detected include failure to
display their registration certificate, failure to
comply with requirements related to the general

duties of the owner, proprietor or the food
premises’ occupants, and offences related to food
handler attire;’ he said in a statement.

The operation involved 74 department
personnel, with 62 food premises inspected.

Zaini said that Section 32B notices can be
settled with a compound within one month from
the date of issuance while errant food premises
owners will receive guidance for cleanliness
improvement. - Bernama
